Grandborough Trust: Tracey Pawsey reported that the Trust was set up 150 years ago to administer financial help to individuals in financial need in the Parish. Last year grants were given as a contribution towards travel to summer camp; education trips; school uniform.

Report from Chairman of Grandborough Parish Council – Year 2025-2026  
For 5th May 2026
Street Lighting
I conducted a survey of the streetlights and formulated a spreadsheet for them. There are 12 streetlights in the Parish, 8 of which have been upgraded to more energy efficient LED lamps since 2022. We are seeking a bill reduction for the LED lamps via Npower.

Four remaining old style sodium lamps are to be replaced; three of which have failed and are budgeted for replacement in 2026. The three due for replacement are: - 
A) Outside The Old Vicarage.
B) Opposite The Manor at Woolscott. 
C) Opposite Aikman Green on Grandborough Fields Road.

In 2025 the Parish Council paid for the lamp replacement works carried out in 2024 because the payment cheque got lost.
  
Defibrillator
The defibrillator pads and batteries expire in June 2026, and it is recommended to replace the defibrillator with a new unit. £1,485 has been budgeted to purchase a Lifepak CR2 a semi-automatic defibrillator with Wi-Fi.

I have obtained a very good, discounted quote Turtle Engineering and have asked if The Wigley Group Community Fund would consider giving us a grant.

Grass cutting contract and Lengthsman Scheme
RP Hall and Sons continued with the grass cutting for 2025 and did a really good job.

They came in with the best quote for 2026 and have been awarded the work for this year. 

Tim Williams again did good work in 2025 as the Lengthsman for the village.  The task list has been updated to include the two planters, to collect and dispose of leaves outside the frontage’s of Greenacres, Gerona, Avalon and Tresco on Church Road. 

Hedge and tree cutting
A village tree and hedge survey was conducted by myself and several quotes obtained for trimming the trees and cutting the hedges. Barges Branches carried out this work from September 2025 to January 2026. 

As National Grid were required to switch off the power along Church Road, this caused a delay in getting the tree work done.

Ditches, road gullies & culverts
The Parish Council maintains six lengths of ditches. A purchase was placed with Barges Branches to clear the ditches. However, they were not suited for this duty, and they subcontracted out the work which caused some issues in project managing this. The ditch shoring up was not done on “The Lane” side of “The Steeples” bridge and will need doing in 2026.

The unowned section of ditch running along Hill Road from the wooden fence to the first bend was cleared by WCC’s Highways in mid-July 2025. They cut back the trees and vegetation prior to clearing out the ditch.

I am pleased to say that this combined ditch, road culverts and gullies clearance programme has kept the village clear of flooding in periods of high rainfall in the past year. It is very important to keep this work on an ongoing schedule to avoid future possible flooding of the village. 

Precept budget 
A precept of £22,639 was approved by the councillors for 2026-2027. This is an increase of £7,939  over the 2025-2026 precept of £14,700. This increase was required to meet the increasing costs of maintaining the parish such as: -
· a further three replacement streetlights
· ditch works
· hedge and tree works
· a new replacement defibrillator
· grass cutting
· a new web site  
· increased administration fees

Car Park on land opposite the village hall
The developer, PPH Management Ltd., is still to do the required drainage works, finish the bell mouth driveway to the nine new properties just outside Grange Farm and the dropped curb for the village hall car park. 

I have been in regular contact with PPH Management and the Principal Planning Officer at Rugby Borough Council (RBC).  RBC have stipulated that these works are to be completed by 7th October 2026. 

Litter pickers
A massive thank you to those who litter pick while they walk/cycle the roads and paths of the parish.

Shoulder of Mutton
The 5-year listing of the Shoulder of Mutton public house as an asset of community value, with Rugby Borough Council, expires in December 2027.

Methodist Chapel
The Methodist Chapel on Church Road residential annex alterations are still to be done.

Church Road drain works
The drain gulley in front of Chapel House has been redone to stop rainwater pooling.  The surface water channel at the junction of Sawbridge Road and Church Road has had a higher curb detail installed and the ditch along Sawbridge Road dug deeper to prevent water from running down Sawbridge Road. 



Woolscott to A45 road works
I have requested WCC’s Highways to have the potholes and road edges repaired. They have done some of the potholes and have put road planings along the road edges. The road is due to be resurfaced sometime in the future.   

Hill Road and the Woolscott to Willoughby Road
I have requested that WCC’s Highways to repair/resurface the sections of road along these roads that are uneven, cracked or have potholes.

Road culverts, gullies and causeway repairs
After several request the 6 culverts have been cleared through. The jetting is now due to be done on a six monthly basis as opposed to a usual 18-month period.

Telephone box
The telephone box book swap on Main Street had a clear out and notices put up asking for the floor to be kept clear.

Village benches
The two most recent benches may require re-staining in 2026 and the ones on the village green will need to be scheduled for replacement in the next few years.

Village Planters
Many thanks to those who tend and look after the planters in the village.  

Village Asset Register 
The register was updated to include items missed off the list, those that have become obsolete or newly added, such as the LED streetlamps. A new HP laptop was purchased for the Parish Clerk/RFO.

Village Hall Trustees
Many thanks to the two Village Hall Trustees Heather McBreen and Richard Lee for their work.  

Grandborough Trust
Many thanks to Tracy Pawsey who is chair of Grandborough Trust for her work. 

Parish Council
Jayne Moore who joined the Parish Council as the Parish Clerk and Responsible Finance Officer (RFO) in May 2025 has been doing a great job. 

Many thanks to the Parish Councillors and the Clerk/RFO for their time and contribution over the past year.

Heather McBreen resigned from being a Parish Councillor in January 2026 and we need to recruit a new Councillor.
