a. Emergency – including Flooding and defibrillator 
Watercourse maintenance has been better this year.
Highway culverts have been started to be cleared, they will be cleared every 6 months rather than the normal 18 months, includes all 5 culverts.
Flood group - no further action, Cllr Jackson provided empty sandbags for residents.
Defibrillator canopy – Turtle Engineering will undertake, Invoice received.
b. Highways and footpaths, including drains and ditches
Ditch clearance to west of village along Hill Road. – expected to be started by mid July, A road closure will be necessary for the works
Ditch work for 2025. – Awaiting samples of shoring
Kerb cleaning. This have been undertaken.
Woolscott to A45 road - potholes and edge repairs. Potholes have been filled, and edge repairs are on another WCC list – Cllr Jackson will chase.
Near miss at corner of Woolscott Manor, resident has suggested installing a mirror. Needs to be referred to WCC Councillor. ACTION Cllr McBreen to send photo and what three words location and Clerk to forward to Cllr Keeling

2 lights failed, repair quotes are £1811.10 +VAT and £1423.14 + VAT. Cllr Jackson advised these should go into next year’s budget.
