Held on 3rd March 2026 at 7.30pm at Grandborough Village Hall

1. Introduction: By Chair. 
2. Apologies: No apologises. Dale Keeling was invited to the meeting.
3. Public participation: To adjourn to allow public participation for 15 minutes. Residents are invited to give their views and question the Parish Council on issues on this Agenda or raise issues for future consideration at the discretion of the Chair.  If members of the public wish to raise issues which are not on the agenda, they should notify the Clerk, 3 working days prior to the meeting.  Members of the public may not take part in the Parish Council meeting itself. Member of the public asked if the Parish Council had any comments on Field Farm planning application (see point 11).

7. Village Assets
7.1. Flood group: cost for sand storage bin is included in budget for next financial year.
7.2. Defibrillator replacement: cost is included in next year’s budget. 
7.3. Street Lighting: cost of three replacement lights is included in next year’s budget.
Revised Asset List was previously sent out via email to counsellors. Signed at meeting.
Action: JM to put on website.
 
8. Highways, footpaths, drains and ditches
8.1. Highways: culverts; storm drains; gullies - jetting: Cllr A Jackson has requested again for the gullies along from the old telephone box to be cleared.  
8.2. Ditch clearance along Hill Road and Grandborough Fields Road left lots of debris: expected clearance yet has not taken place. Cllr A Jackson has requested for this to be cleared by Highways.
8.3. Ditch work for 2025: Cllr A Jackson has chased for a completion date and provided additional material suppliers to Barges Branches.
8.4. Woolscott to A45 road edges and pothole repairs: Cllr A Jackson has requested again for this to be actioned. 
8.5. Woolscott bend mirror: cost is included in budget for next financial year.
8.6. Uneven/cracked road surfaces to Hill Road and road to Willoughby: R Haycock has this on his patching list ready to be issued once he has received authorisation to issue patching.
8.7, Road sweeper: been twice round the village.
8.8. Hill Road ditch: Cllr A Jackson suggested that the circa 20m section of ditch is added to the annual ditch clearance specification. Cllr S McArthur strongly supported this.  
Action: Cllr A Jackson to add to specification.

9. Open spaces 
9.1. Lengthsman contract: Action: JM to invoice Rugby Borough Council for the monies.
9.2. Grass cutting contract: The council agreed to go with RB Hall & Sons.
Action: JM to send AJ a purchase order.
9.3. Hedge work: this has been completed and an invoice received. 
  9.4. Tree work: This has been completed after power was switched off along the Church Road. Tree number 20 needs cutting next season (this is outside the Willows).
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10. Publicity & Communications 
10.1. Parish Council Website: see agenda item 13 Assertion 10 for an update. 
10.2. Parish Council Facebook: the meeting agreed to text ideas to JM when they occur.
10.3. To receive suggestions for items for the Parish Council website and Facebook Page: agenda, roadworks, police visits. 
11. Planning applications and other statutory and non-statutory consultations 
11.1. Opposition to development grant: cost is included in budget for next financial year.  
11.2. New planning applications (distributed to all councillors on receipt). Two new planning applications have been identified, which were not received by the Clerk. JM has contacted the planning officers concerned regarding non-receipt and RBC communications team for the second time to ensure that they have updated the Clerk's new email address.
R 26/0146 Field Farm, Lower Green, CV23 8DD: application put in for a new barn this is to house machinery and feed. The Parish Council raised concerns about whether suitable drainage had been considered as any water run-off will go into the Rainsbrook Valley. The hedging that was required as a condition for earlier planning approval has still to be addressed. The owners had also filled in a pond. The member of the public was from Field Farm, and he was asked to check whether he needed a planning permission to do this and the requirement for screening.
R 26/0136 Wood House Main Street CV23 8DQ. This is an amendment to a previously approved planning application. The Parish Council had no comment on this.
11.3. Receive update on any outstanding planning applications/matters:            
R18/0405 and R21/0122 - Land West of Sawbridge Road – 9 new properties. Outstanding conditions 13 Bellmouth 15 Drop kerb access to village hall car park. Cllr A Jackson said  the nest boxes have been put up and that John Evans will look after Pringle Brook which he owns. The other issues are awaiting sign off and the flood reduction scheme is awaiting approval.

Action: Outlook.com OneDrive files need to be copied to the new Microsoft OneDrive account by JM.
