9. Village Assets 
As agreed at March meeting latest Asset List went up on the website
To resolve the following financial items:
9.1. Defibrillator replacement (£1485 budgeted)
Resolved: Council agreed to go with Turtle Engineering quote of £1100 ex VAT.
Actions: JM to raise a PO for defibrillator replacement.
JM to follow up grant request from Wigley Group Community Fund.
Cllr R Lee to take over the Guardianship of the defibrillator and update the Circuit as necessary.

9.2. Street Lighting - three replacement lights 
Resolved: Council agreed to replace all three lights at a cost of £3197.40 ex VAT
Action: JM to raise a PO for WCC for streetlight replacement.

9.3. Noticeboard replacement
Resolved: To defer the decision to later in the year as the item is not in the budget.								
9.4. Flood group – sand storage bin
Resolved: Item no longer required due to work done regarding drainage to alleviate flooding in the village. The meeting felt the money allocated to this item could be best sent on future drainage work.

Meeting discussed the fact that a mirror plus brackets could be bought on-line.

10. Highways, footpaths, drains and ditches
10.1. Highways: culverts; storm drains; gullies – jetting around the telephone box was still to be done.  Cllr Jackson spoke to R Haycock and it is due to be done soon.

10.2. Ditch clearance along Hill Road and Grandborough Fields Road left lots of debris. Clearance expected on 8th May.

10.5. Uneven/cracked road surfaces to Hill Road and road to Willoughby on WCC Highways to do list. Potholes in Main Street and Lower Green have been marked up.

(Proposed outbuilding for swimming pool, basement for gym, and external works). Council was not required to consult on this application, but the Council is concerned that Ridge and Furrow Land is suffering encroachment.

R 26/0146 Field Farm, Lower Green, CV23 8DD: application put in for a new barn this is to house machinery and feed.  Planning permission was not required.
